Here we are, getting ready for summer again and before we know it, the real heat will set
in. Thereis still time before that happens to buy some beautiful fabric, take a class, learn a new skill, make a new type of
quilt, or just come and enjoy the atmosphere. Then weill be able to deal with that heat better when it comes. Weire doing
all those things here at Quiltersi Bee and weid love to have you come and do them with us.

Block of the Month Birthday Club

Weire well launched into the 2007 Block of the Month
now, and most people are beginning to see the wonder-
ful quilt emerging. If youive kept up so far, you have sev-
eral blocks and their frames, both fuchsia and green. Be
sure to press the frames very carefully so that all those
bias edges donit stretch. If youive cut wrong and been
told that we canit sell you extra fabric yet, take heart.
We do have some scraps we can help you with and weill
probably have some extra by the end of the year. But
save your scraps; you may need them yet. Remember
that you need to come in on the third Thursday at 10:30,
1.00, 4:30, or 6:00 and show your block in order to get
the next block kit free. If you canit come, welll save your
block for you, but thereill be a $5.00 charge. You donit
need to show us the framing section, although weire
always glad to see it. That is always $5.00. And if you
have trouble with any of the blocks, weire glad to help.

Curves & Corners

Weire now launched into the Curves and Corners pro-
gram, which has replaced the Buck-a-Block for this year.
Weire doing the blocks in greens or lavenders and weidll
have various fabrics that are combinations of those colors
to ynish the quilts with at the end of the program. This is
a series of 120 blocks, all of which use variations of the
Drunkardis Path block. If you havenit done curved piec-
ing before or if youire afraid to try, herefs a good place to
start. Thereis a sign-up fee of $10.00 plus $3.50 each
month for each block kit. Ellen has already given several
demonstrations of curved piecing techniques and will give
more if you need one. Itis going to be a nice quilt when itis
ynished in March 2008.

Quite a few people have signed up now for the Birthday
Club. All you have to do is let us know and weill put you
down to get the monthly birthday blocks. Each block kit is
$5.00, but remember that you get the one for your birthday
month free and if you come in on the second Saturday from
10:00-4:00 in your birthday month, you get 20% off your
entire purchase. ltis going to be a pretty quilt and therefs
even an extra thirteenth pattern called just fiPosey,0 if you
want to set your blocks differently. Come on in and tell us
about your birthdayd just the day, not the yeard and join
our Birthday Club.

Scraps ini More Album

We have three groups now making beautiful things out of
their scraps. If youid like to join them, youlll need to check
to see which group has space for you. Theyire going to
end up with very nice quilts and theyire having a great time
doing it. They have prizes and food and some of them
have music as well. You sign up for $20.00 and buy the
pattern for $18.95. Each session is $10.00 and they make
four blocks a month. This is a fun and stimulating way to
use up your scraps.

UFO Night

Do you have projects hanging over your head? Do you
have quilts that need to be ynished right now? Come to
UFO Night and get a good start on catching up. We meet
on the third Friday of each month and sew from 6:00 until
midnight. We have food and good conversations and even
a special sale from time to time. Twenty dollars provide you
with an evening free from interruptionsd what a bargain!

We have a special treat coming up very soon. Mary McElvain from Cotton Fields is coming to Quiltersi Bee to teach
the One Block Wonder quilt. Mary has made several of these interesting quilts and is an excellent teacher as well as
a really nice person.

String Ensemble

We found that people were having a hard time keeping up
with doing a String Ensemble quilt each month, so wejve
cut back to every other month this year. The quiltin March
was called Butterpy Blooms and had good response. The
next one in May will be called Ripple Effect and is an in-
teresting take on half-square triangles and inner borders.
Weill have kits, as usual, which include the pattern. Or if
you prefer, the pattern will be available by itself. These
quilts are fun because the strips are already cut for you, so
all you have to do is ynish it. If you have trouble, therets a
demo at noon on May 14, which is $5.00, and a full class
on May 31, from 10:00-1:00.

Dear Jane Club

Itls too bad that more people werenit at the Dear Jane
meeting in February to see Michel Annis completed quilt
top. It was beautiful, all those Dear Jane blocks in soft
pastel colors and arranged in squares. The rest of the club
members were inspired by her example. If youbve thought
about replicating that Jane Stickle quilt, the Dear Jane Club
is there to help you. They meet on the fourth Wednesday
of each month at 4:30 and the dues are $25.00 a year.

Pieces of Baltimore

If you love Baltimore album quilts but donit want to do
all the appliqu®, hereis your chance to make one thatis
pieced. In this Pam Bono creation each 180 block is
pieced, as is the outer border, making for a quilt thatis
830 x 10300 queen-sized. Weire going to begin this on
April 14 at 1:00 as a monthly block program. Youlll need
to pay the usual $10.00 sign-up fee and then each month
the pattern will be $5.00. You can either get it as a kit in
the colors wefre making it in, which are the colors given in
the pattern, or you can use your own fabric to make it in
different colors. Weill have a monthly show and tell when
you can bring in your blocks to display and welll give
some hints about making the blocks, but you wonit have
to attend to get the next block. We now have several of
the blocks on display and we hope theyill inspire you to
come and join in the Pieces of Baltimore fun.

Mystery Quilt

Weire doing a mystery quilt each quarter and having a lot
of fun with them. We hope you saw the last ones on the
walls in December and thereill be more on the walls in April,
maybe with a little contest attached. Marla leads us to
make the most interesting quilts Debbie Caffrey can come
up with and then they all look totally different because of
the fabric theyire made of. The new one starts on Wednes-
day, April 18, at 5:00. The fee of $30.00 includes the price
of the pattern. The group meets every other Wednesday at
5:00, but if you canit get there on a particular Wednesday,
you can still participate by coming in for the clues when-
ever itis convenient for you. The mystery will be solved on
June 13, and welll have a new group of quilts to display.
Come and help us solve the new mystery.

Rise iNi Shine

This group is a fun way to start a weekend. They meet on
the second Saturday of each month at 9:30 and have a really
good time. Theyive talked about irons, magazines, batting and
other things, and the show and tell is always a joy. Therels no
charge for coming and the door prizes are always interesting.
Join them and meet a very nice group of people.

Third Mondays

Weire doing a variety of things on the third Monday of
each month this yea from 2:00-5:00. The yrst Monday of
each quarter weill make a bag: this time Kathyis teaching
us to make a cute tote bag. The second month weill do a
pillow and wait until you see the very cute pip-pop pillow
that Barb is making. The third month weill have a banner
to make. Since itis June and weill be getting ready for the
Fourth of July, itill be a patriotic banner to decorate with.
The price for each session is $20.00, but it goes down
to $10.00 if you buy the kit as well.

Flower of the Month

Although they may seem to be connected, and although
welre using some of the same fabric in the setting
squares, the Flower of the Month is a different program.
Each month we receive three bolts of fabric that feature
the flower associated with that month. Most, but not all,
of them are the same flowers featured in the Birthday
Club patterns. This fabric comes with a set of patterns
for blocks that can be used as small wall hangings, ta-
ble toppers, or large quilt blocks. We have Kkits of these
blocks for $14.95 each. Come and see whatis going on
with the Flower of the Month fabrics and patterns.



Miniature Quilt Club
If you like working with little bitty pieces, then the Miniature Club is the place for you to be on the third Saturday morning
of each month. Theyive been doing Stack ni Whack with teeny little triangles as well as working with small-scale patriotic
fabrics. We hope you saw the exhibit of their work in our window in March. Theyire having way too much fun for the
size of what they produce and theyid love for you to join them. They meet at 9:30 a.m. and the dues are $25.00 a year.
Put a sharp blade in your cutter and come along with them.

Show and Tell
Remember that the last Tuesday night of each quarter is Show and Tell Night. This quarter it happens on June 26
at 7:00. This is your chance to see what others are doing and to show off what youive been up to. We even have a

cookie or two. Come and show off your projects.

Free Sew

Remember that you can come in any Friday afternoon and use our tables to work in peace and quiet on your own
projects. Weire available to help, if you need it, and we do like to see what youire doing. Just let us know so we can
hold a table for you.

Class Policies

Payment:
Payment, either in person or by phone with an approved credit card, is due at the time of class enrollment. We will hold

places in classes only for those who have paid.

Class Discount:
If you register for a class at Quiltersi Bee, we will give you a 10% discount on the fabrics required for the class. The discount
must be taken at the time of purchase. Please remind the person at the register that you are buying fabric for a class.

Class Refund Policy:
If you ynd that you canit attend a class in which youire enrolled, we can give you credit toward another class if you change

or cancel at least three days before the class is scheduled. Because of the commitment we must make to our teachers, we
cannot give credits after that time. If you ynd at the last minute that you cannot attend a class, you might invite a friend to
come in your place.

Class Cancellations:

We will make every attempt to hold the classes as scheduled. However, there may be times when we must cancel a class.
We will also cancel the class if only one person registers. (You might ask a friend to take the class with you to avoid this type
of cancellation.) If we must cancel a class for any reason, we will give you credit toward another class. Please ask for your

credit voucher as soon after the cancelled class as possible.
